The Foundation may allocate funds to one or more qualifying applicants, but the sum of all financial
allocations must not exceed five hundred dollars ($500) in any one year.

Eligibility

This scholarship program seeks to identify and engage a student with outstanding ability, desire, and
capacity to make a positive difference in the world. Successful applicants will exhibit intellectual
curiosity, compassion for others, problem-solving skills, leadership skills, persistence, a record of
achievement and a strong moral character.

Selection of Winner
1. Candidate(s) will be proposed by the Principal or designate to the Foundation.
2. The student will apply for the scholarship by submitting the following:

3. Documents must be submitted to the Foundation no later than September 1*. All applicants will be
notified regarding the Foundation decision by September 30™.
