PREREQUISTITES

First Communion & First Reconciliation: for children (grade 2 & up)
who have received the sacrament of Baptism or Profession of Faith in the Roman Catholic Church.

Confirmation: for children (grade 6 & up) who have received the sacraments of;
Baptism or Profession of Faith in the Roman Catholic Church, First Communion and First Reconciliation.

If your child has not yet been baptized or needs to make the Profession of Faith in the Roman
Catholic Church, additional catechesis may be required before his or her sacramental preparation
begins Baptism comes before all of the other Sacraments.
