For students in Grades 10 — 12, one adult to 15 students
Skiing and Snowboarding trips, one adult to 10 students

being considered:
e Age of students
Nature of the activity
Risk of the activity
Size of the group
Participation of special needs students
Unique or particular circumstances of the venue (crowded, expansive etc)
Experience of the supervisor(s) relative to the activity
Other safety concerns
